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Why choose art and design?

Art and design is about using your creative and analytical skills to explore the world
around you, working across a range of media to start developing your practical expertise.
Whether you want to pursue a career in the creative industries or complement your
other subjects, A-level Art and Design have a lot to offer.

What will | study?

AQA offers the following titles:

Fine art: develop your understanding of the
creative process and learn to communicate
visually. Areas of study include everything from
painting, drawing to installation and sculpture.

Graphic communications: develop an
effective personal visual language. Areas of
study include interactive media, advertising
and design for film and television.

Photography: take this opportunity to look,
learn and communicate ideas in a way that

is personal to you. Areas of study include
portraiture, documentary photography, fashion
photography and experimental imagery.

Textile design: develop skills across a broad
range of textiles techniques including fashion
textiles, costume design and digital textiles.

Three-dimensional design: learn how

to select appropriate materials for three-
dimensional projects and experiment with
texture and surface design. Areas of study
include environmental design, jewellery design
and product design.

Art, craft and design: this broad based
course allows you to draw from two areas of
study from fine art, graphic communications,
photography, textile design and three-
dimensional design.

Not all titles are available at all schools or colleges
— please check with your teacher which titles are
available for you to study.

How will | be assessed?

e At A-level, for component 1, you will develop

work for a personal investigation into an idea,
issue, concept or theme supported by written
material. This will count for 60% of your total A-
level marks. In component 2 you will produce
personal work in response to one of eight
exciting starting points which will count for
40% of your total A-level marks.
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Where will A-level Art
and Design take you?

As well as giving you the chance to creatively
engage with the world around you and develop
technical skills, the study of art and design equips
you with transferable skills that will support you in
both further study and a range of careers.

A-level Art and Design can prepare you for a
range of degree courses including:

e jllustration

e product design

e photography

e set design.
