Item B

Official statistics show that the maijority of convicted offenders come from deprived
areas. Convicted offenders are more likely to be unemployed and have limited
educational qualifications. Crimes of the powerful are less likely to appear in the
statistics.

Functionalists argue that social class differences in offending is a result of the
working class having fewer opportunities to achieve mainstream goals. Other
sociologists argue that the differences are due to selective law creation and
enforcement.
