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Source A A cartoon called ‘The Sleeping Sickness - cutting a continent out from under him™. It is an American view of
the actions of European countries.

It was published in 1911 by a popular American magazine which used humour to make a political point.
The artist was born in Scotland and moved to America at a young age. The large man in the centre of the
drawing represents Africa.

*sleeping sickness is a tropical disease.
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
